The course will aim to inform court reporters of the particular aspects of law which they need to consider.

	Training Content : 

The course will look at the following : 

· various stages in a criminal case and what can and can’t be reported at each of those stages

· the statutory restrictions on court reporting in rape and sexual assault cases, and in cases involving children

· case law where media outlets have been found to be in contempt of court by virtue of what they’ve reported during or immediately after criminal trials, and discuss how best to avoid being  found in contempt of court over a court report

· the issue of reporting family law cases in the light of recent changes to the family law in camera rule.
